Summer Term Task - Mark scheme/conversion

Mark scheme

The total number of marks for the task is 24. Award marks as follows:

a) Communication = 12
One mark for each clearly communicated sub-task. Deduct half a mark if part of sub-task not completed. If sub-task omitted or unclearly communicated  

 = 0 mark.

b) Quality of language = 12
For each sub-task, award two for range/complexity and two for accuracy. Divide the total by 4 (= total 12). Criteria for marks as follows:

Range/complexity:

2 = Appropriate vocabulary/structure and use of connective
1 = Appropriate vocabulary/structure but with no connective

Accuracy 

2 = Verb and tense forms correct and only the odd minor error

1 = Sentence is more accurate than inaccurate and meaning is clear

Note: For a pupil to demonstrate achievement at level 7:

· three time frames must be included
· the language used must on the whole be independent from the stimulus letter.
